Future Teacher Scholarship

This scholarship is granted to one deserving, graduating senior from Brush High School who plans to pursue a four year college degree in the area of education.   The student must be accepted to a college where he/she plans to major in a teacher preparatory program.
The amount of the scholarship is determined each year by the BEA membership and the Brush Education Association’s Executive Board.  The scholarship money will be sent directly to the college of the recipient’s choice through the Brush School District office.  The recipient may attend any four year college and must be a full time student.

Qualifications:

1. The student must be graduating from the current BHS senior class.
2. The student must have at least a 3.00 Cumulative Grade Point Average.
3. The student must enroll as a full time student in a four year college for the Fall Semester of the year the scholarship is awarded.
Requirements:

2. Write a personal letter as per the application form.

3. Submit a letter of recommendation from a BHS teacher

4. Submit a character reference from a non-relative, non-school staff.
