School begins at 7:55 a.m. and ends at 3:05 p.m.  If a student needs to leave during school hours, parents must pick them up and sign them out in the office. 

Communications:  Beaver Valley Elementary strives in many ways to assure communications are carried out between the home and school.  Each teacher will, throughout the year, inform his or her assigned students and their parents about:  student progress, student assignments, field trips, parties, student discipline, school policies, registration forms, general information, important messages, and surveys.  
A key to good communication is to inform your child's assigned teacher of your specific needs or concerns so we may lend our voices, thoughts and efforts toward providing the opportunity for your child to experience success.
The Principal will send home a monthly newsletter the last Friday of each month and you can find them posted on the website.  Please check the district website http://www.brushschools.org and the parent portal for additional announcements. Periodically “Shout-Out” will be used to send district and building messages out to parents.

Bicycles, Skateboards, Scooters, etc:  Students are not allowed to ride them on school grounds at any time.  Bicycles should be locked in the bike rack, and skateboards, etc. should be stored in the teacher’s room during the day.  The school is not liable for loss or damage.

Attendance and Excuses:  Each year the Board of Education establishes the attendance period by adopting a school calendar and scheduling the prescribed days for school attendance.  Students are required to be in attendance when school is in session.  The school has established an attendance goal at 98%.  One very important factor in student success in school is regular attendance.  Frequent absences often lead to poor academic work resulting in failure in school.  Regular attendance is very important for school interest, social adjustment, and scholastic achievement.  No single factor may interfere with a student’s progress more quickly than frequent tardiness or absences.
Compulsory school attendance:  Attendance in school is mandatory in the State of Colorado.  As a part of the student’s permanent record, the school will maintain accurate documentation of student attendance, individual progress, achievements and grades.  A student can be considered “habitually truant.”  In accordance with the State of Colorado compulsory attendance statute, penalties can and will be levied where parents are found to be negligent in seeing that their children are in school.
Excused and Unexcused Absences:  To be considered excused, telephone notification and/or written excuses addressed to the attendance secretary are required from the parent/guardian.  State law requires attendance at school.  It is expected that parents will be responsible for regular and timely attendance of their children at school.  Absences beyond 10 days, with insufficient information as to why the child was absent, will necessitate a school conference between the principal, counselor, classroom teacher, and parent.  The school will review students with 15 days or more of absences for possible retention at their present grade level.  This could result in a truancy case. Absent letters will be sent when students miss 5, 10, 15, 20, excused absences.  Unexcused absence letters will be sent when students miss 3 unexcused absences.

Unexcused absences may result in academic penalty for classes missed while unexcused.  The principal determines whether or not the absence is excused.  If you know your child is going to be absent prior to that time, please call and let Gailene Dahlinger and the teacher know and make the arrangements for the work to be completed so your child will not fall behind.

Excused absences are:
Sickness of the student.
Danger to health from serious exposure to disease, upon a doctor's advice.
Doctor or dentist appointment, when necessary during school time.
Quarantine.
Presence required in court.
Family emergency.
A written excuse, signed by parent or guardian, is to be presented to the teacher when the student returns to school following an absence.
Absences will be checked on a daily basis.
Parents or the student's designated care takers are requested to call (842-4794) to inform us that the student will be absent, as well as, providing the reason.  The student's designated teacher may be informed or the office.
When a student is absent and the school has not been notified by 9:00 A.M. a call will be made to parents or designated care takers at home or work informing them the student is not in school.
The order the calls will be:
(1) The home
(2) Cell phone
(3) Mother’s work / Father’s work
Messages will be left in each location if possible.

Perfect Attendance:  Means the student is here bell to bell.  Perfect Attendance awards will be given out again this year.

Tardiness:  Unexcused tardiness at school may result in the assignment of make-up time.  Continued tardiness may result in a conference with the teacher, principal and/or call to parents.  This could result in make-up time of thirty minutes after school is dismissed.  The parent will be required to pick-up their child at school at the designated time, i.e. 3:30 P.M.
Early Student Dismissal:  As a precaution for the personal safety of each child, when early dismissal becomes essential from his/her daily schedule, the parent must visit the office to properly release the student and notify the teacher.  A sign-out sheet is kept in the office for this purpose.  We will not release any student to anyone other than parents or legal guardians without express written permission from parents. 

School Closing: Major radio stations:  KFTM, KOA, AND KSIR :  When  school is to be closed because of inclement weather conditions, the announcement will be made anytime after 6:30 a.m.  Each child will have on file where to go if an emergency arises and school is dismissed early.  It is necessary that the school have at least one current emergency telephone number to contact a parent or responsible party.
Parents, this is very important for the safety and welfare of your child. The district may also utilize the “Shout-out” system that automatically calls the primary phone number.
			
Bringing Things to School:  The only time students should bring toys, games, or other items to school is when their teacher instructs them to do so.  The students will assume responsibility for any items brought to school.  Items not to be brought to school include, but not limited to: electronic games, laser lights, radios, MP3 players, cameras, athletic equipment, tape recorders, knives, matches, large sums of money, spiked shoes, or other equipment.  Animals may not be brought to school without prior arrangements with the teacher. Cameras need to be left at home and not used on field trips. However, students on the newspaper staff may bring the school camera and take pictures with permission from the fieldtrip sponsor.

Use of Cell Phones and Electronic Devices:  The Board of Education recognizes that cell phones and pagers can play a vital communication role during emergency situations.  However, the ordinary use of cell phones and pagers in school situations can be disruptive to the educational environment and is not acceptable.

Students may carry cell phones and pagers but these devices must be turned off during morning recess, during the school day, inside school buildings, on school buses, at school-sponsored activities and on field trips. In these locations, cell phones and pagers may be used only during emergencies, when directed by a school official. Cell phone, ipods and other electronic devices need to remain off during the school day and in backpacks while on the school campus, this includes morning recess. At the end of the day, once students are OUTSIDE the building, they may retrieve their phones and electronic devices from their backpacks.  The school is not responsible for lost or stolen electronic devices including cell phones.

Violation of this policy will result in disciplinary measures and confiscation of the cell phone, ipod or electronic device.  Confiscated cell phones and electronic devices shall be returned to the student only after a conference with the parent/guardian, student and school personnel.

Visitation:  Parents are always welcome to visit the school, in fact, we encourage you to be here whenever possible.  A call ahead of the visit will assure you that the person or activity that you wish to see will be there.  A student who is not enrolled in Beaver Valley Elementary may not visit the school as a guest of a regular student.  All visitors are directed to sign the visitor’s sheet when checking into Beaver Valley listing the time of arrival.  A nametag will be provided and must be worn while in the building.  When leaving, visitors are directed to sign out and list the time.  This is a measure to help maintain a safe environment at Beaver Valley Elementary.  While making a classroom visit or accompanying a specific child on a field trip please do not bring other children. Field trips are for the purpose of enhancing and enriching the students' educational program.  Supervisors are important and need to be alert to student needs.

Change of Address / Phone Numbers:  Please keep us informed of change of address, phone numbers, employment, and other vital information.

Student Appearance: Students will be expected to keep themselves neatly groomed at all times.  Any form of dress, accessory, or hairstyle which is considered contrary to good hygiene or which is distractive in appearance, will not be permitted. Shirts advertising alcoholic beverages, cigarettes, or those with obscene or suggestive slogans or questionable printing on them will not be permitted.  Short shorts, tube tops, halter tops, muscle shirts, high heel shoes, and see through blouses are not allowed at school.  Also, necklines must be high enough to allow no cleavage to show.  Tank tops with two-inch straps and regular armholes will be permitted. All shirts must touch the waistband of the student's pants.   Underclothing will not be exposed.  Oversized, baggy pants or clothing will not be permitted.  Pants need to be the proper length and not drag or impede the walking or running of a student. Pajamas are not permitted unless it is a special event. Students whose appearance is not acceptable will call home for a change of clothing.  If the parent cannot be reached proper clothing may be provided.   During special events, such as plays, field days or field trips, teachers may encourage students to dress accordingly.  Parents will be informed at these times.

Parties:  In an effort to be fair to each child, and ensure that there is no pressure or expectation that would make individual students feel uncomfortable, guidelines have been established regarding parties at school.  
Three holiday parties shall be scheduled during the year.
The times and dates of parties shall be scheduled in advance by the classroom teacher.
Nutritious snacks are recommended.

Party Guidelines:  For parties at Beaver Valley Elementary, more nutritious foods such as fruits, vegetables, low-fat dairy foods, and low-fat grain products are strongly encouraged.  Examples of foods that would be appropriate for school parties would be:

Bread, cereal, grains- Whole grain low-fat crackers, such as Triscuit or Wheatables.  Any other whole grain low-fat cracker.  Whole grain cereals, popcorn (air-popped or lite microwave), whole grain breads, and whole grain muffins.  Chex mix made the reduced fat way with mostly Wheat Chex. Fruits- fresh, canned, or frozen fruit. Vegetables- fresh vegetables, vegetable juices etc.
Dairy- low-fat milk, low-fat yogurt, low-fat cheeses, low-fat cottage cheese, low-fat frozen yogurt, ice milk. Meat and meat alternatives- low-fat luncheon meats (ham, turkey ham, eggs, nuts and seeds (shelled sunflower seeds, almonds, walnuts, dried beans)

If you have any questions regarding acceptable healthy party alternatives, please contact you the classroom teacher. Students are not permitted to bring home-made foods.

Standards for Conduct:  Each school staff member is committed to the goal of helping all children develop individual self-control and self-discipline leading to responsible citizenship.  We look forward to partnering with you, the parents/guardians, to make sure that we can send a consistent message to the students as to what is expected of their behavior.  It is the commitment of the staff to teach appropriate behavior, model it, and correct children in order to help them learn what behavior is acceptable. 

Beaver Valley believes in supporting students to help them achieve success.  We strive to have clear behavioral expectations, predictable routines, and a student-friendly environment.  The staff has developed common expectations for all students in all areas of the building.  (Please see the next 2 pages for our BV expectations matrix). Our theme again this year is BRUSH Pride. These expectations are posted around the building and will be taught, reviewed, and reinforced in each classroom.  The most effective way to manage a school and its classrooms is to be proactive.  Student behavior is reinforced in a positive manner as much as possible.  Beaver Valley wants to include parents and will ask for your participation through positive support at home of your son/daughter. The school PBS team has also put in place a system for recording minor problem behaviors (managed by staff members) and major problem behaviors that will result in a visit to the office.  It is our hope that by teaching, practicing, and reinforcing our expected behaviors that minor and major problem behaviors will be kept to a minimum.

Beaver Valley Discipline Procedure:  There is a wide range of student ages at Beaver Valley.  Students in grade three, four and five certainly are developmentally different.  A wide variety of discipline concerns could arise that would require teacher/principal attention.  Discipline is not unlike the other subjects the students have.  It must be taught and reinforced in order to have it become practice.  It is imperative that we at Beaver Valley involve you, the parent or care taker, in this process.  Students understand and are able to make more acceptable choices when the parent, teacher, counselor, principal and student all work together. There are many reasons children succeed and make good choices at school and/or on the bus.  Children need:  plenty of rest, good nutrition, consistent and clear expectations, and feedback to let them know they are exhibiting correct behavior, and a clear and safe environment.  The staff at Beaver Valley looks forward to working with parents as partners in providing the best for children.
Sexting (possessing/sending sexually explicit messages/pictures electronically):
Beaver Valley prohibits sending, sharing, viewing or possessing pictures, text messages, emails, or other material of a sexual nature in electronic or any other form on a computer, cell phone, or other electronic device.  Sexting may be reported as suspected child abuse or neglect.  Administrators may search electronic devices if they have reasonable suspicion a student has been involved in sexting.  Sexting is a serious offense and the following will happen in an event that it occurs:  Parents of all students involved will be contacted.  Law enforcement will be informed.  If the electronic device is on school grounds or at a school sponsored activity, it will be confiscated and handed over to law enforcement immediately.  Students will be disciplined at school unless they have deleted the images right away without forwarding or sending them to another cell phone, computer, or other electronic device.  School sanctions for sexting include but are not limited to suspension or expulsion.

When a consequence is warranted, it will be determined by the teacher and/or principal based on the frequency and severity of action(s).  Communication with parents does not usually occur for minor infractions.  However, parents will be informed of their child's continuous behavior difficulties or immediately for a serious infraction. Some appropriate consequences are:
Being corrected by teacher or supervisor.
Receiving a "time-out" at school.
Losing recess or another privilege.
Apologizing to the person(s) who have been affected by the action(s).
Restitution of some manner.
Being referred to the principal.
Having parent(s) contacted.
Losing special privilege like attendance at field trips, school programs or assemblies.
Spending free time helping to clean the Beaver Valley School, school grounds, or performing other school services.
Parents spending time with their child at school supervising/counseling their child.
And other reasonable consequences not listed here.

Code of Conduct: The Board of Education has adopted the following code of conduct.  This policy is designed to provide a safe environment in which all students can learn and grow.  Please take the time to become familiar with the policy and understand the seriousness of these infractions.  If necessary, the principal will suspend or recommend for expulsion for these infractions.
The policy is as follows:

(File: JICDA) The principal may suspend or recommend expulsion of a student who engages in one or more of the following specific activities while in school buildings, on school grounds, in school vehicles or during a school-sponsored activity.  Suspension or expulsion shall be mandatory for serious violations in a school building or on school property.

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Bus Rules/Consequences:  All students being transported by the RE-2(J) School District buses are to follow the posted rules and driver's directions.  Should any student infraction occur, the bus driver will pinpoint the concern to the student.  If any further discipline referral occurs, there will be consequences which will result in bus riding privileges denied for a specified time.    These consequences are uniform in our District.  They have been established with the personal safety and welfare of all students in mind.  Bus rules/regulations are established on each bus.  A copy may be requested through the school office.  A School Bus Discipline Referral process has also been established.
	Students shall maintain order when lining up for the bus.  Continual disregard or disruption will result in losing their bus riding privileges. .  Bus students are required to provide signed written direction by the parent to ride a bus other than the one assigned.  Bus students are to be released from the office and not from the BUS LINES or LOADING AREA.

Gum:  Students are not allowed to have gum during the school day.

School Lunches:  When a student brings lunch money to school, that amount will be entered in the computer and an account will be built for each student.  The Lunch I.D. card going through the scanner will deduct the day's ticket from the student’s account.    The Lunch I.D. card cannot be used more than once a day.    Students will not be allowed to charge more than three lunches.  Lost or marred Lunch I.D. cards will be replaced at the student's expense for $1.00.  Parents must maintain their student lunch fees.  Charging lunches is not allowed.  

Free and Reduced Lunches:  Federal forms for free or reduced lunches are available by contacting the Superintendent at the Administration Office, 527 Industrial Park Road.  (842-5176)

Fees:  There will be no textbook charge.  Fines will be assessed for lost, damaged or defaced books.  Students will be charged a replacement fee to cover the cost of any damaged library or classroom books.

Safety:  Each month the school is expected to practice different safety drills.  Here are some examples of drills that will be practiced: fire, tornado, external and internal lockdown.  

Supplies:  Teachers will send home a list of supplies needed in each grade.   
 
Student Progress Reports: Beaver Valley has two individual parent-teacher conferences and four report periods.  Individual conferences may also be arranged at any time throughout the year to supplement the regularly scheduled conferences by calling the school office to make an appointment with the teacher or principal.	
Student progress reports are issued each nine-week period.  These reports evaluate achievement and effort.  Students not performing at grade level in reading will have an Individual Literacy Plan. 
Students’ grades are always accessible through the Infinite Campus Parent Portal.  If you do not have access to the parent portal, please contact the building secretary. 

Student Safety—Arrival and Dismissal. This year we will continue to use the entrance to the northeast parking lot.  This entrance is located on Mill Street just east of the entrance that has always been there.  Please use this entrance to enter the northeast parking lot.  The northeast parking lot should be used to:

1.)  Drop Students Off.   If you plan on staying in your car while dropping off your child, please travel through the lot in a counter-clockwise direction.  This will allow students to get out of the passenger side of the car at the curb and not have to walk through any traffic.

2.)  Park and Walk My Child Inside.   If you would like to walk your child into the building, it is very important that you park in a parking space and not leave your car in a drop-off area.  The middle and north spaces in this lot will work well for parking and walking your child in.  Please use these spots only if you will accompany your child across the parking lot so they are not walking in and out of traffic alone.  

Please be reminded of the signs in the northeast parking lot.  They are located along the curb on the south end where children will be dropped off.  They say no parking between 7:30 and 3:30 which allows the area to be used as a drop-off zone as cars move through the lot.  There is also a sign at the old entrance from Mill Street.  It says that this parking lot is for staff and buses only.  Please keep out of that area; it is for the safety of the children on or walking to the buses.  Thank you.

The center circle drive is to be used for loading and unloading of students only.   If you plan on leaving your car to walk a child to the door, do not use the center circle drive.  Please make your stop as quickly as you can so we keep the flow of traffic moving.  Also, it is important to pull up along the curb on the right hand side before letting your child out.  Always have your child get out on the right side and step immediately onto the curb.  We do not want kids walking between cars in the circle drive because of the obvious danger involved.  The south parking lot has an entrance from Glacier Avenue as well.  Please feel free to use the south parking lot to park when walking your child into the building.

With the addition of the entrance from Mill Street to the northeast parking lot, along with the circle drive in the center and the south parking lot, we feel traffic will be spread out and we should be able to better accommodate parents and students.  We are very concerned about the safety of our students.  Please remember to travel slowly and keep a sharp eye out for children.  I know we are all busy, we run behind, and we are always trying to save a few seconds.  However, when traveling to, from, or near Beaver Valley Elementary, please drive slowly and watch carefully so we can keep all of our children safe.

Withdrawal:   As soon as you know that you will be leaving the District, please notify the school office. 
All books and school materials need to be returned to the school.  All fees need to be paid. 

Student Insurance Coverage:  A student accident insurance program providing broad coverage at nominal cost to parents is available for all students.  Such protection when purchased by the parent, covers the student activities either on school grounds or elsewhere.  These forms are sent home with the students at the beginning of the school year.

Immunizations:  Under law, all students are to present proof from a licensed physician or an authorized representative from the department of health or local health agency stating that the child has received immunizations against communicable disease as specified by the Department of Health.  Transfer students will be given 60 days from the date of enrollment to comply.
A pupil will be exempt from the above requirements only upon submission of certification from a licensed physician that the physical condition of the child is such that immunization would endanger the child's life or health or a statement signed by one parent or guardian that the child is adherent to a religious belief whose teachings have been established by the Colorado Department of Health for admission of children to schools in the state.
 	School Immunization requirements are available at the Beaver Valley office or through the School Nurse.

Medicine Procedures: 
	Colorado law states that no medication may be given in the school setting without signed parent permission and a signed order from a licensed health care provider.  The guidelines for the different types of medications most commonly given at school are listed below. 

Acetaminophen (Tylenol):  The school district’s Medical Advisor has signed a standing order for Acetaminophen. If you wish for your child to be able to receive Acetaminophen at school, you must sign the permission form.  School personnel cannot administer Acetaminophen without your signed permission. 
Daily medications:  If your child needs daily medication, it should be given at home.  If your child must have medication during the school day on a regular basis, complete and sign the Permission for Medication form.  Have your health care provider complete the required information and sign it.  Your doctor’s office may fax the form to your child’s school.  You must supply the medication in the original labeled container from the pharmacy.
Antibiotics:  You must sign the Permission for Medication form and the school nurse can fax it to your health care provider.  The antibiotic must be in the original labeled container from the pharmacy.  Please send only the amount needed at school and keep the rest at home.      
Inhalers:  A health care provider’s written order is required for any inhaler that is to be used at school.  Students at the Brush Middle and Brush High School may carry their inhaler if their parents and doctor determine that the child has full understanding of its use.  Students at Thomson and Beaver Valley must keep their inhalers in the health room so that they can be assessed by the school nurse or trained personnel.  We want to insure that the student is using the inhaler correctly and that their shortness of breath is relieved.  This also helps prevent inhalers from getting lost.
Other Non-prescription Medications:  Use of over the counter medications at school is discouraged.  However, if you determine that your child must receive Ibuprofen, cough syrup, or any other over the counter medication at school, we must have the Permission for Medication form signed by you and your doctor.  All medications must be supplied in their original labeled container.  We cannot accept medications if they are not in the original containers.  We do not need a prescription for cough drops.    
Epi-Pens and Antihistamines:  Please inform your child’s teacher and the school nurse if your child has a severe allergy and will need to have an Epi-Pen and an antihistamine available for emergency use at school.  The school nurse will provide you with an emergency health care plan for you and your health care provider to complete and sign.

In summary, in order to administer ANY medication to any child, the school nurse or trained personnel must have written permission from a parent or guardian and the health care provider.  
ALL medication must be supplied in original, labeled containers.   

The procedure for administering justified medication by school personnel will be:
1.	If under exceptional circumstances a child is required to take oral medication during school hours only the school nurse or the principal's designee will administer the medication in compliance with the schools regulations.
2.	We must have parent written permission and signature in order to administer any medication.
	3.	Written orders from the student's physician should be on file in the school stating:
			a.	Child's name
			b.	Name of drug
			c.	Dosage
			d.	Purpose of drug
			e.	Time of day medicine is to be given
			f.	Anticipated number of days it needs to be given at school
			g.	Possible side effects
4.	The medication must be brought to school in a container appropriately labeled by the pharmacy or physician, stating the name of the student, the name of the medication and the dosage. 
5.	A specific cabinet with a lock will be provided in the school for the storage of medications.

Child Abuse:  It is the policy of the Board of Education that this School District comply with the Child Protection Act.
	To that end, any school official or employee who has reasonable cause to know or suspect that a child has been subjected to circumstances or conditions which would reasonably result in abuse or neglect, as defined by statute, shall immediately report or cause a report to be made to the Morgan County Department of Social Services.
	School employees and officials shall not contact the child's family or any other persons to determine the cause of the suspected abuse or neglect.  It is not the responsibility of the school official or employee to prove that the child has been abused or neglected.  However, school employees are legally and ethically obligated to report such circumstances.
	The superintendent shall submit such procedures as are necessary to the Board for approval to accomplish the intent of this policy.

Student Personal Searches:  It has been judged by the courts that the doctrine Loco Parentis places duty of care and welfare of students upon school officials.  Such duty requires that the school provide for the safety and well being of all students.
	Personal searches will occur in the Re-2(J) School District under the following guidelines:
1.  Personal searches shall be defined as searches of student's clothing worn at the time of the search or other possession the student may have on their person at the time of the search including, but not limited to billfold, purse, or electronic device.
2.  The building principal or his designee must have reasonable cause for any personal search.  Such reasonable cause shall be determined by the principal or his designee.
3.  In case of suspected drugs, illegal weapons or contraband, the parents will be notified of any search conducted by the school.
	4. Principals will search students only in the presence of an adult witness.
a. If the student to be searched is a female, female staff member shall conduct the search.  However, at no time will a student be searched without such an adult witness.
5.  Appropriate law enforcement officials shall be notified of any crime discovered during the search as described by law.
Evidence gained in a personal search may be used for grounds of suspension or recommendation of expulsion.
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
